Hours of Authorized Care vs. Hours of Operation

There are two occasions when a parent receives new vouchers for child care: (1) At the time of initial application; and (2) when they decide to switch child care providers.  The parent has the choice of researching and picking the best quality child care for their children.  Unless the parent has picked out the provider before the voucher is issued, the subsidy caseworker is not aware of the parent’s choice until the voucher is completed and signed by the provider, and returned to Child Care Networks.  

The voucher is issued based on the parent’s documented need for care.  Only those documented hours can be authorized for payment.  Sometimes those authorized hours, plans of care, and shifts may be in great conflict with facility operation hours.  It is your responsibility as a provider to only accept vouchers that fit your operating schedule.  It is the parent’s responsibility to work with their caseworker to have vouchers written to meet the documented needs for hours of care.

It is important to review the voucher thoroughly to ensure that you are in operation at the times that the parent is in need of care.  If the provider’s hours of operation are slightly earlier or later than the hours of care that are authorized, it is vital that you make the parent aware that the child(ren) must by dropped off no earlier than opening time and picked up no later than closing time.  The parent may have relatives that are willing to assist in getting the child(ren) dropped off and picked up on time.  Contact the subsidy caseworker listed on the voucher to make the adjustments via Action Notice in order to avoid any misunderstandings.

If a parent has a wide range of authorized hours that do not fit into a provider’s hours of operation, but continues to pursue enrollment into the facility, please contact the assigned caseworker listed on the voucher.  The caseworker will need to make a follow-up contact with the parent, assess the situation for any further child care needs, and reevaluate the actual need for care.  Sometimes parents with unusual schedules have to use a combination of providers to cover all of their hours.  Authorized hours on the voucher can never be expanded just to fill the time slot for the provider.
