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Proposed Changes in the Rated License
Changes Affecting all Regulated Programs
· All child care facilities in operation prior to January 1, 2006, including religious-sponsored facilities operating under a Notice of Compliance, mu7st have a compliance history  of at least 75% by January 1, 2008. 

· All child care facilities that begin operation on or after January 1, 2006, including all religious-sponsored facilities operating with a Notice of Compliance, must maintain a compliance history of 75%.

Proposed Rule Changes for a Voluntary Star Rated License

Any new child care facility that opens on or after January 1, 2006, and applies for a Two-Five Star license, will be assessed under the revised two component star rated license system.  Star Ratings of Two-Five Stars will be based on the points earned in program standards and in staff education.  An existing child care facility will have until January 1, 2008, to be assessed under the revised two component star license system.  Below is a summary of the proposed rules text. 

Proposed Total Points System (10A NCAC 09.2802):

The proposed point system would allow a program to earn up to seven (7) points in program standards, seven (7) points in staff education, and the option to earn one (1) quality point.  The point spread continues to be fifteen (15) points under the proposed system.  (Proposed quality point will be discussed further below.)  In order to achieve a two through five star rating for a two component license, the minimum score achieved must be at least 4 points.

How is the new star rated license system different from the existing system?  The proposed rules at the seven point level are the same as the existing rules at the five point level.  So, if your program has currently earned 5 points in the program or education component, you would be meeting the rules at the 7 point level in the proposed rules.  The changes are in the 2 through 6 point levels.

Each provider will receive a “Subsidized Child Care Payment Rates” schedule.  This form compares your current rates to the market rates and indicates your reimbursement rates.  If any of the rates are incorrect or missing you will need to update your file as soon as possible.  Please remember that missing rates are effective the date we receive them and your annual increases are effective after a 30-day waiting period with the exception of star rating changes.
