As child care providers, you know child care subsidy helps parents work and attend school.  You also know that child care provides a safe setting for children and helps children be successful in school.   Did you know that child care subsidy services are funded by a mixture of state and federal dollars?  Also, did you know that in North Carolina 100,000 children receive child care subsidy services.  And 85% of these families earn less than $25,000 per year.  1,785 children are eligible for child care subsidy in Chatham County and currently 389 children are receiving child care subsidy services in Chatham County.  There is $1,824,421 available to serve these children. 

That sounds like a lot of children and a lot of money but we are still only serving about 1/5th of eligible children in Chatham County.
